Comanche Defense Acquisition Board (DAB) Information Paper

· A Comanche DAB was hosted by the Under Secretary of Defense (USD), Acquisition, Technology and Logistics (AT&L) on October 7, 2002.

· As a result of the Comanche DAB, the USD(AT&L) made the following decisions:
· Approved the Acquisition Strategy, the Acquisition Program Baseline, and the Low Rate Initial Production (LRIP) entrance criteria.

· Approved the Block structure and authorized Engineering and Manufacturing Development through Block III.

· Approved a LRIP rate up to 73 aircraft.

· Limited the procurement quantity to 650 aircraft at a procurement rate of up to 60 aircraft per year with the quantity to be reassessed at the Future Combat Systems Milestone B DAB, scheduled for Spring 2003. 

· Supported the objective force reconnaissance and light attack mission concept.  
· Supported the development of a Comanche companion Unmanned Aerial Vehicle.
