Distributed Common Ground/Surface System (DCGS)

· On September 16, 2003, the Acting Under Secretary of Defense (Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics) (USD(AT&L)) chaired a Defense Acquisition Board (DAB) in-progress review of the transformation of DCGS towards a net-centric Intelligence Surveillance and Reconnaissance (ISR) enterprise.
· During that review, USD(AT&L) reemphasized his belief that a net-centric DOD ISR enterprise will enable the Services to operate more effectively in a Joint environment.  He also indicated that all of the Services must pursue a common path based on a set of common enterprise services consistent with the Department’s net-centric vision while enabling the flexibility to support the full range of the Warfighter’s missions.  
· To accomplish this, USD(AT&L)  requested that Office of the Under Secretary of Defense (Intelligence) lead an effort, in coordination with the Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense (Networks and Information Integration), the Joint Staff, the Joint Forces Command and the military services to develop a governance framework that identifies the appropriate offices and procedures for evolving the ISR net-centric enterprise.  It was further requested that the members of the governance structure, as a first priority, evaluate the Army, Navy, and Marine Corps DCGS migration strategies as they transform to a net-centric ISR capability. 
· In addition, USD(AT&L) approved the continuation of Air Force DCGS Block 10.2 source selection efforts.  He also directed the Army, Navy, and Marine Corps to incorporate the Air Force Block 10.2 DCGS Integrated Backbone (DIB) interoperability standards and commit to the DIB architecture as the migration path to the common DCGS enterprise services.
