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e The Defense Acquisition Board {(DAB), chaired by the Under Secretary of
Defense for Acquisition, Technology and 1.ogistics (USD/AT&L), met on May
20, 2003, to review the V-22 Osprey program.

s Asaresult of the DAB review, the USD{AT&L) signed an ADM on May 23,
2003, that highlights that the “event driven™ flight test program is proceeding
extremely well.

o The technical progress of the flight testing validates the revolutionary and
trausformational natwre of the aircrafi.

o The technical progress is sufficient to consider increasing the production
rate above the minimum sustaining rate consistent with the statutory
requirement.

o The Overarching Integrated Product Team will review the program and
make recommendations to the DAB relative to revising the program and
making it more success oriented. consistent with the TY02 National
Defense Authorization Act (Sec 123 Public Law 107-107).

e The USD(AT&L.) closed the meeting with a commendation for the Program
Manager and the V-22 Osprey team for the disciplined management of the
restructured test program to date.
