“Oahu-based PanThera Biopharma has leveraged private investment dollars with several 
federal research grants over the past four years to develop a treatment for anthrax.
 
The 15-employee company recently was awarded a $5 million federal grant from the 
National Institutes of Health, which company president and CEO Will Alameida says will help 
advance lab testing for the drug. The contract follows a $2.5 million federal grant PanThera 
received last summer for its anthrax research.



 
Alameida said PanThera still is in pre-clinical stages for its anthrax drug, but has completed 
successful testing on rats. He said all animal testing is performed in Mainland labs and that 
PanThera's Hawaii lab works with a nontoxic strain of the disease.”
