- Ms. Lee is being appointed the Acquisition/Procurement Domain Owner to support the implementation of the financial management enterprise architecture (memo being signed by Mr. Aldridge).  Also within AT&L, Ms. Morales and Mr. DuBois are being appointed as Domain Owners for the Logistics and Installations/Environment domains, respectively.
 
- Under the Acquisition Domain leadership, Ms. Lee has already stood-up a governance structure that includes the Acquisition Governance Board (AGB) that meets monthly.  Each of the Services’, DLA’s, and DCMA’s Senior Procurement Executives make up the AGB, which Ms. Lee chairs.  Ms. Boutelle (Comptroller), Ms. Faught (Logistics), and C3I are also invited and serve in associate roles.
 
- Under the guidance of the AGB, the following tasks are being performed:
 
o Baselining the Acquisition/Procurement environment; updating the system inventory across the Domain
o Defining the future domain environment
o Identifying and monitoring pilots in association with the FMMP
o Transition planning
o Developing the scorecard metrics for the domain
o Planning and conducting the procurement enterprise analysis of alternatives
 
- The Standard Procurement System (SPS) falls within this governance structure as well.  Specific SPS items to update since late January:
o Air Force has decided to implement Version 4.2, Increment 1 across its current user base; deployments being scheduled to begin in FY03Q3
o Version 4.2, Increment 1 deployment is scheduled to begin in FY03Q3 and continue through FY04Q2; deployment will cover Army, Navy, Air Force, DCMA, and Other Defense Agencies.
