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How did we get here?

· eGovernment Act of 2002 created the Integrated Acquisition Environment (IAE)

· FPDS-NG began development as part of IAE in 2003
· November 04, SPS/PD2 is the first DoD contract writing system ready to deliver an interface with FPDS-NG
· February 05, target date for completing transition of all DoD contract writing systems and operations to the new FPDS-NG reporting environment
How does it work?

· Data is fed into the system through the Contract Action Report (CAR)

·  “Make it real.”  When you do a DD350, what does it mean in the new reporting environment? (data you enter is data the world sees and relies upon)
· “Get it right.  Pay attention.”  Data contracting specialist enters is what goes to the reporting system for the world to see and rely upon.  No more interim quality checks.  FPDS- NG maintains all the validations now
· Data can be extracted from the system through standard reports, ad hoc reports, or data available for DoD systems.

· No more calling anyone for information reports.  Self-service model  
Next steps

· Migrating data – forecasting completion for FY04

· Collecting new data requirements for reporting of FY05 transactions

· Policy and process changes – FAR case

· Continued refinements from testing and feedback from transition team
