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[bookmark: OLE_LINK21][bookmark: OLE_LINK22]cASM is a web based, simple to use, application designed to assist those individuals responsible for initiating contracting requirements in an expeditionary environment.  The application will identify the documents required to initiate a contract, provide templates for the documents, prompt the user for the information required to complete the documents, and will route the documents to the appropriate reviewers and approvers. cASM will also alert individuals when it is their responsibility to take action on the requirements package. cASM's output will be a completed, approved contract requirements package that a contracting officer can use to initiate a contracting action in a forward deployed contracting office. The current program office is at Hill AFB, Utah. The Air Force is in the process of transferring permanent program, technical and support operations from Hill AFB to Wright Paterson AFB by end of CY10.

An operational assessment was conducted by the Joint Interoperability Test Command (JITC) using experienced contingency contracting and logistics personnel at Hill AFB in May 2010. The results demonstrated sufficient progress, upon correction of a few hi priority items, to begin a limited deployment.  The corrections have been made and training of the initial users in the 4th Infantry Division took place during the week of July 19-23, 2010 at Ft Carson, Colorado.  

The DISA production server is operational in Oklahoma City and Ramstein, Germany by the end of September. The system will be ready to support the 4th Division deployment.  The Division G-8 is the sponsor for the cASM initial deployment.

The support structure for cASM consists of a three tier arrangement. Tier 1 is "Super Users" at units and Tier 2 is the in-theater Subject Matter Experts (SME). Super users were trained during the session at Ft Carson and likewise with any formalized training of using units in the future. The process of hiring the SME is completed and the SME is in training at the contractor’s facility  
(The SME will pay a courtesy visit to the 4th Division G-8 ~22 September).The prime contractor has set up the Tech Support Center that will provide Tier 3 support for cASM.

Downloads, manuals, videos, training and support resources are on the support homepage www.tqsapps.com .  A DEMO version of cASM is available for download but it does not connect to a server.  In addition to the DISA hosted worldwide production server system, a training server with full connectivity with associated support is available upon request, please see contact info below.  What are the Differences? The training server supports training activity only and the records may be deleted upon completion of training events. The production system is a redundant, large capacity, worldwide operation that generates a permanent record.
