BAIL BOND SCENARIO

TASK:   Direct the customer in the correct direction.

OBJECTIVE OF THE SCENARIO:  The CCO should indicate to the first sergeant  that he/she has no authority to obligate funds to the locals to get the guy out of jail.  The CCO should refer the shirt to the local consular, embassy, JA, security forces, or Accounting & Finance to render assistance, if possible.

· Did the CCO inform the shirt he could not obligate funds to assist in releasing the airman?
· Did the CCO refer the shirt to the local U.S. Consular, American Embassy, JA, Security Forces, or Accounting and Finance

SITUATION:  The deployed first sergeant has been informed of an airman who has been detained by the local host nation police.  Apparently the airman was picked up in a local establishment as being drunk and disorderly.  The local authorities have indicated that the posting of a nonrefundable bond in the amount of $1,500 will release the airman from their facilities.  The first shirt approaches the CCO to see if he or she can lend any assistance.

PROPS:  AF Form 9

ROLE-PLAYER:  First Sergeant
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SITUATION:  You are CMSgt Joe Straight.  The security police informed you that one of the deployed airmen was picked up drunk and disorderly by the local police and is being held in jail.  You contacted them and were told that if a non-refundable deposit of $1,500 was paid, the airman could be released, otherwise he must remain in jail to face a trial in 3 to 4 weeks.  You have come to ask the CCO to pay the $1500 and get the kid out of jail.  You gave FM an AF Form 9 signed by the Provisional Wing Commander first thing in the morning.

SUGGESTED SCRIPT:  Provide the CCO with only sketchy details forcing him/her to elicit the information from you.  Do not give out the airman’s name.  You just want to get him out of jail whatever it takes.
