NON-APPROPRIATED FUNDS (NAF)
Purchase Plaque


TASK:  Correctly advise the customer on NAF purchases.

OBJECTIVE:  Evaluate CCO's decision to make appropriate purchases using O&M funds.  The CCO should recognize that this purchase is not allowed to be made with appropriated funds.  

SITUATION:  SMSgt Peter Gunn, the Security Forces Superintendent, is preparing to rotate back to his home station in three days.  After he returns he will retire within six weeks.  He has been at Kashmir AB for six months.   The Security Police commander comes to the CCO with a PR to purchase a plaque for SMSgt Gunn.

REFERENCE:  AFI 65-601 volume 1

PROPS:  None

ROLE PLAYERS:  customer (Major Law)

SUGGESTED OUTCOME:  CCO should not agree to purchase the plaque and be able to explain why he is prohibited and show the reference.






















ROLE PLAYER'S COPY


TITLE:  Plaque Purchase

SCRIPT CUSTOMER:  "Hi , I’m Major John Law, Security Forces Commander.  I want to do right by our Security Forces Superintendent, SMSgt Peter Gunn who is leaving in three days.  I’d like to get him one of those special plaques that I’ve seen in the Bazaar downtown.  SMSgt Gunn is one-of-a-kind and I don’t know how I’m going to get along without him.  I gave accounting and finance my AF Form 9 yesterday.

NOTE:   If the CCO tells you he cannot process your requirement because plaque purchases are not allowed with O&M funds, tell him that SMSgt Gunn is retiring six months after he returns to his home station and the plaque is more of a retirement memento than a going away gift.  

If the CCO still insists that O&M funds cannot be used to purchase plaques, point out that the funding document was approved by the Provisional Wing Commander.  

If the CCO flatly refuses to make the purchase, ask him where the prohibition is written.  

If the CCO provides the reference and/or is still unwilling to buy the plaque, storm out of the office.  

If the CCO accepts the funding document, stay until CCO completes your request.
