TASK:  Arming of contractors

 
OBJECTIVE:  Ensure CCOs understand who to consult/proper procedures/authority to include arming in contracts

· Did CCO review the JCC-I/A Acquisition Instruction to ensure latest clause and/or provision is included?
· Did CCO ensure customer fully understands the responsibilities associated with arming a contractor?
· Did CCO consult legal to ensure the proper use of the provision/clause?
· Did CCO consult proper office to ensure a FRAGO (Army Fragmentary Order) did not change guidance in this highly sensitive area?  (acceptable answers for proper office include the PARC, MNC-I, legal)
 
SITUATION:  Currently, a RFP is on the street for transportation and protection services (i.e. contracted ‘convoy’ support).  Several questions start to roll in about the arming of contractor personnel in support of this requirement.  As the CCO, you realize this was not addressed in the solicitation package—and call a meeting with the customer and transportation folks to address.   
 
PROPS: None required—just current JCC-I/A Arming Clause/Provision 

ROLE PLAYERS:  Customer, trans rep, and legal (if CCO decides to telecom)

SUGGESTED OUTCOME:  (completed contract form, supporting contract documentation and explanation that answers objectives listed above)
