





TASK:	Determine Level of Medical Care Required By Contract

 
OBJECTIVE:  Evaluate CCO’s ability to determine the level of medical care required to be provided to one of the contractors deployed to the AOR.
· Did the CCO review the contract, statement of work and letters of identification to determine the level of treatment that the hospital should provide?

 
SITUATION:  A contractor has sustained a severe laceration to his head while performing his duties for a contract that was recently awarded to install an emergency back up generator for the dining facility. The contractor has been stabilized and his bleeding is under control. Hospital personnel contact the CCO to determine the level of medical care that is required to be provided.

 
PROPS:  Contract, Statement of work, Letters of Identification and DODI 3020.41.

 
ROLE PLAYERS:  Contractor, Hospital personnel

SUGGESTED OUTCOME: The CCO should utilize the contract, statement of work and any Letters of Identification to determine what level of medical care is required contractually to be provided by the hospital.
