DRY ICE - RECURRING PURCHASE


TASK:  COMPLETE A BPA

OBJECTIVE:  Team must complete a BPA by;
· Recognizing dry ice can be procured locally.
· Obtaining certified funding for purchase (AF Form 9, PR&C, or other funding document)
· Completing the purchase with the proper contract instrument (subjective).

SITUATION:  The flight kitchen's only refrigerator truck is down for parts.  It is not known if it can be repaired or not - We won't know for another week.  Even if it can be repaired, it will still be another 60 days for parts.  This truck is used once a day, 5 days per week (they eat MREs on weekends), to deliver meals to surrounding field units (within a 50 mile radius).  The customer requires 2000 lbs (25¢ per pound) of dry ice every week for at least the next 60 days, maybe more depending on whether or not the truck will be fixed.
