TASK:  Find legal/proper solutions for contract requests that involve Acquisition Cross-Servicing Agreements (ACSA) procedures and policies.
 
OBJECTIVE:  To ensure the Contracting Officer knows the proper procedures/policies for solving contracting problems that involve Acquisition Cross-Servicing Agreements. 

SITUATION:  The Contractor has completed the delivery of some contracted supplies but has run out of gas on the base and has requested enough fuel for his truck to return to his company downtown.
PROPS:  Training Handout, Role Player’s Sheet 

ROLE PLAYERS:  ELRS ***If the Contracting Officer tries to contact the Host Nation Support Office or the Legal Office inform them they are unavailable and can’t be reached***

SUGGESTED OUTCOME:  The Contracting Officer should research acquisition regulations.  The Contracting Officer should coordinate the request through ELRS to provide the Contractor with the requested fuel.  Arrangements should be made to recoup the funds from the contractor either by immediate payment to the CPTS office or through modification of the contract, reducing the amount on the contract by the amount of the fuel.

The Contracting Officer should answer all of the following questions:

1. How much fuel was required?
2. What regulation makes this legal to do?
3. How will the government recoup the costs of the fuel?
4. Did the Contracting Officer educate the Contractor that this will not be a customary practice?
5. How did the Contracting Officer document the contract file?
