Threatcon Conditions in the area have intensified and the pilots are now flying sorties on a 24-hour schedule, which requires them to rest around the clock.  The OPS Group commander has previously complained, on numerous occasion, to CE commander that the work being accomplished by the contractor is interfering with the required rest his pilots must have in order to support the mission.  Because CE has not responded, he went to the Wing Commander with the issue and the Wing CC directed the contractor off the work site.  When the purchase order was originally issued all flying would be done during the day which would not interrupt the contractors work schedule.

I understand the pilots need their rest but we need to get these units in before the hot months ahead.  


I’v already spoken with Intel and they tell me that normal flying operations should resume in about two weeks.  I also spoke with the contractor, Mr. Essam, and even though he is unhappy with not being able to finish the job, he has other work that can keep him busy for a short time.  I met with the project manager and the contractor this morning and he has 30 more units that need to be installed and should only take him about three more weeks once work resumes.  What do we need to do from here?  Will we have to give the contractor any compesation for making him stop working?
