FOREIGN GOVERNMENT SCENARIO
TASK:  Recognize that they can’t enter an agreement with a foreign government
OBJECTIVE: The CCO should inform Colonel Powers he cannot enter into agreements/contracts with foreign governments (AFFARS APPENDIX CC-502-1d(2)).  If a contract is currently in effect, the CCO may issue orders against it, if authorized by the contract.

· Does the CCO inform Colonel Powers, he cannot enter into any contracts with India’s government?

· Does the CCO ask whether or not there is any agreement which allows them to purchase from India’s Army?

SITUATION:  Colonel Powers approaches the CCO’s office to discuss the purchase of aircraft maintenance training equipment from India’s Army.  He is adamant and says the equipment is needed right away.  Colonel Powers informs the CCO he can buy the equipment a lot faster from the Indian Army because they have the stuff readily available.
