27. Contractor employees are subject to military law under the UCMJ when accompanying U. S. forces during a declared war. (Page 10, Conduct)
28. Contractor personnel can be armed only for self-defense. FM 100-21 defines three conditions that must be met before contractor personnel can carry firearms. First, the relevant commander in the area of operations must approve the carrying of firearms by contractors. Second, the contractor company policy must permit its employees to carry arms. Third, the individual contractor employee must agree to carry a firearm. If all three conditions prevail, contractor employees can be issued military-specification, personal-defense firearms (M-9 pistols). They must be trained to use the firearms; they must be trained in using deadly force; and they must use military-specification ammunition. Above all, contractor personnel must use a firearm only for the purpose of defending themselves. Page 7, Protecting Contractors
