Hotel Security

· Choose hotels recommended by the US Embassy with easy access to the base. 
· Select a room between the second and sixth floors--too high for easy access by criminals and low enough for fire equipment. 
· Early on, identify emergency exits and stairwells and know where to find and how to use fire extinguishers and fire alarms. 
· Consider ways to make your room more secure and not advertise you are there. Lock your door and draw the drapes. 
· When you leave your room, try to give it the appearance someone is still there. Hang a “Do Not Disturb” sign on your door at all times and perhaps leave the television or radio on. 
· Don't be a noisy American guest. Avoid frequent exposure on balconies, windows, or the hotel lobby. 
· Be careful answering the door.  Don't do so automatically.  First check to see who is at the door through the peephole or a side window.  Answer the phone with a simple hello, not your name. 
· Protect your valuables.  Use the hotel safe.  When practical, keep your room key in your possession. 
· Only allow people into your room that you know or expect and refuse items or packages unless you are certain of the source.
· Do not give room numbers to strangers.
· Choose an inside hotel room.
· Sleep away from street side windows.
· Leave lights on when room is vacant.
· Pull curtains.
· Arrange knock signals.
· Answer telephone “hello.”  Do not use name and rank.
· Lock before you exit.
· If confronted, have a plan of action ready.
· Keep your room key in your possession at all times.
