2. ANY SERVICES PERFORMED BEYOND THOSE SPECIFICALLY OUTLINED IN THE BLANKET PURCHASE AGREEMENT SHALL BE CONSIDERED AS BEING PERFORMED SOLELY FOR THE CONVENIENCE OF THE CONTRACT.  IF ADDITIONAL SERVICES MUST BE PERFORMED, IT IS THE CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY TO CONTRACT THE CONTRACTING OFFICER BY PHONE OR IN PERSON PRIOR TO BEGINNING ANY ADDITIONAL SERVICES.
3. CLAIMS-IN ACCORDANCE WITH FAR 33.206(A), THE GOVERNMENT AND THE CONTRACTOR AGREE THAT ALL REQUESTS FOR EQUITABLE ADJUSTMENTS AND OR CLAIMS WILL BE SUBMITTED TO THE CONTRACTING OFFICER WITHIN NINETY (90) CALENDAR DAYS OF OCCURANCE OR CONTRACT COMPLETION. SCHEDULE
1. NEGOTIATION AUTHORITY:  The issuance of individual calls under this Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) will be made under the authority of 10 U.S.C. 2304 (g).
2. DESCRIPTION OF AGREEMENT:  The supplier shall furnish all supplies or services, if and when requested by the contracting officer or authorized representative of the contracting officer.  Contractor is required to provide Vehicle Rentals in strict accordance with this agreement and Statement of Work.  Period of performance for Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) is 12 Mar 03 through 10 Mar 08.
(a) This agreement, including paragraphs (a) and (b) hereof, may be modified or may be canceled in its entirety by either party upon thirty (30) days written notice to the other party, except that this agreement may be canceled by the US Government at any time if the parties fail to agree upon any deletion, amendment or addition to this agreement which is required by statute, Executive Order, the FAR and/or this supplement.  No deletion, modification, addition to, or cancellation of this agreement shall affect any contract therefore entered into between the parties in which the agreement or portion thereof has been incorporated by reference.  CANCELLATION OF BPA:  The United States Government  reserves the unilateral right to cancel this BPA at any time with written notice to the contractor.
(b) This agreement shall be reviewed, as a minimum, annually before the anniversary of its effective date, and revised to conform to all requirements of statutes, Executive Orders, or the FAR and this supplement.  This revision shall be evidence by an agreement modifying this BPA or by issuance of a superseding BPA.

6. 8. INVOICES:  A summary invoice shall be submitted at least monthly or upon expiration of this BPA whichever occurs first for all deliveries made during a billing period, identifying the delivery tickets covered therein, stating their total dollar value and supported by receipt copies of the delivery tickets. 	Upon receipt of a proper invoice, the ordering officer is responsible for certifying that the invoice is correct and authorized for payment.
