You are reminded that the conditions of serving as a procurement official require you to be familiar with the provisions of Subsections 27 (b), (c), and (e) of the Office of Federal Procurement Policy Act (41 U.S.C. 423) as amended by Section 814 of Public Law 101-189.  And that you must report immediately to the contracting officer any information concerning a violation or possible violation of Subsections 27(a), (b), (d), or (f) of the Act and applicable implementing regulations.  Additionally, you must understand that, should you leave the Government during the conduct of a procurement for which you have served as a procurement official, you have a continuing obligation under section 27 not to disclose proprietary or source selection information relating to that procurement and a requirement to so certify.

3.	You must turn-in all copies of all final receiving reports (DD form 250), invoices and records.  All actions pursuant to your period of appointment as a COR must be completed.  Any reports of damage, item discrepancies or memorandums for record must be completed before your termination.
