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SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

1.  AUTHORITY.  This BPA is entered into under the authority of 10 USC 2304 and the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 13.303 Blanket Purchase Agreements.

2.  DESCRIPTION OF AGREEMENT.  The Contractor shall provide the following (Describe your supplies or services here)

Pricing (see attached Pricing Schedule) will be for the delivery of supplies or services above as requested by a call or contracting officer.  This BPA is effective from (Enter Dates Here: No More than 2 Years).  The contractor shall include the maximum possible discounts on all items ordered under this BPA.  This BPA is not a contract. The actual contract is formed once a call (order) is issued under this BPA.  The Selected Vendor (s) (hereafter referred to as “Contractor”) shall perform duties as outlined in this contract.  Work is to be performed under the general direction of the authorized Contracting Officer or Contract Specialist (hereafter known as the “BPA Administrator”).  

2.1. The Contracting Officer, Contract Specialist, and / or Contracting Officer Representatives (COR) also known as Call Officer will submit an order to the Contractor, which lists the items for shipment.

2.2. Only the Contracting Officer and the Contract Specialist shall conduct negotiations for prices and additional requirements.

Either party may modify upon mutual agreement or cancel this Agreement in part or its entirety by submitting a written notice to the other party. The Government reserves the right to cancel this agreement at any time if the parties fail to agree upon any deletion, amendment, or addition of a statute, Executive Order that the FAR and / or FAR Supplements require.  No deletion, modification, addition to or cancellation of this Agreement shall affect any contracts therefore entered into between the parties in which this Agreement or portion thereof has been incorporated by reference.

This Agreement shall be reviewed, at a minimum, annually before the anniversary from its effective date and revised to conform to all requirements of statutes, Executive Orders, or the FAR and FAR Supplements.  An agreement modifying this BPA or the issuance of a superseding BPA shall reference this BPA.

3.  EXTENT OF OBLIGATION.  The Government is obligated only to the extent of authorized calls (verbal, electronic, or written) actually made under this BPA and the contractor delivers with receipt and acceptance by the Government.  The Government shall not be liable in the event that no calls are made.

4.  PRICING.  The Contractor hereby warrants the prices offered to the Government to be as low as or lower than those charged to its most preferred customers for comparable quantities under similar terms and conditions, in addition to any discounts for prompt payment.

The Contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer with a current price list. The prices offered shall be commercial prices for an item with the maximum allowable discount offered.  The Contractor may provide the price list via web access or electronically.  Any changes in prices must be provided in writing or by email to the Contracting Officer prior to any order being accepted by the Contractor.

5.  PURCHASE (CALL) LIMITATIONS.  When placed by a Call Officer, no individual call (order) against this agreement shall exceed $25,000.00.  When placed by a Contracting Officer, the individual call (order) shall not exceed their authorized warranted dollar threshold.  Refer to the Letter of Authorized Personnel To Make Calls (LOAPTMC).

6.  NOTICE OF INDIVIDUALS AUTHORIZED TO PLACE CALLS.  The Contracting Officer will provide a Letter of Appointment authorizing individuals (Call Officers) authorized to place orders under this BPA.  The Call Officers will also serve as the Contracting Officer’s Representative.  The Call Officers shall be identified by name, title or position, organizational component, and the dollar limitation per person.  The contractor shall not honor calls received from personnel not listed nor will the Government accept any resultant.  The following personnel are authorized to place calls against this BPA above the $25,000.00 threshold: Refer to the Letter of Authorized Personnel To Make Calls (LOAPTMC).

* Currently, there are no Call Officer’s listed. The Contracting Officer’s Representative will be appointed by delegation letter.

7.  CALLS.  The contractor will receive calls (orders) by electronic email or fax.  Contractor personnel receiving calls shall verify that such person making a call is authorized to do so IAW this BPA.  The only call tickets that need authorization signature from the LSA Anaconda Contracting Office are those calls that exceed the threshold of $25,000.  Each call shall generate a delivery ticket that will be signed by the personnel authorize to make such call and transmitted to the LSA Anaconda Contracting Office during the next scheduled reconciliation. 8.  INVOICES.  Invoices must be submitted to address stated in block 15a, SF 1449, 10 days of completion of the supply/service.  In order to be proper, an invoice must include, as applicable the following:  (a) Invoice date;  (b) Name of Contractor;  (c) Purchase/Delivery Order, line item number, description of supplies or services, quantity, unit of measure, unit price, and extended total;  (d) Requisition number or document number;  (e) Date of shipment/delivery;  (f) Name (where practical), title, phone number and mailing address of person to be notified in event of a defective invoice;  (g) Discount Terms (h) If invoices are mailed, they shall be prepared and submitted in quadruplicate (one copy shall be marked "original").  Invoices may be emailed from CONUS to the individual identified in block 15a or the Regional Contracting Center – Balad to the contracting officers address listed in Block 9.  U.S. Vendor must include both of the following to insure EFT payment to appropriate account:

9.  INVOICE RECONCILIATION.  Authorized Call Officers (COR) will complete DD Form 250, Material Receiving and Inspection Report when a CALL order is completed.  The receiving report will accurately summarize the total cost of all calls made during the (month or otherwise specified).  If the Ordering (call) officer is maintaining a BPA log then the log must be reconciled on a monthly basis with the contracting office.  If all documents (call sheet, DD250, and invoices) are not received during reconciliation with the contracting office, the unit account will be frozen.

The COR shall provide the original invoice and receiving report to the Finance Office or the Contracting Officer (as specified in the call order or through direction by the contracting officer) by the date of reconciliation.  A minimum of 6 days after all documents are submitted to finance, the COR is responsible for escorting the Contractor (if necessary) to finance for payment. Trafficking in Persons Prohibition 
Prohibition Against Human Trafficking, Inhumane Living Conditions, and Withholding of Employee Passports

	All contractors (“contractors” herein below includes subcontractors at all tiers) are reminded of the prohibition contained in Title 18, United States Code, Section 1592, against knowingly destroying, concealing, removing, confiscating, or possessing any actual or purported passport or other immigration document, or any other actual or purported government identification document, of another person, to prevent or restrict or to attempt to prevent or restrict, without lawful authority, the person’s liberty to move or travel, in order to maintain the labor or services of that person, when the person is or has been a victim of a severe form of trafficking in persons.

	Title 22, United States Code, Section 7102, defines “severe forms of trafficking in persons” as “the recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision, or obtaining of a person for labor or services, through the use of force, fraud, or coercion for the purpose of subjection to involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage, or slavery.”

	All contractors are reminded of the provisions of Title 22, United States Code, Section 7104(g), that requires the President of the United States to ensure that any contract entered into by a Federal department or agency with a contractor, shall include a condition authorizing the department or agency to terminate the contract, without penalty to the United States Government, if the contractor or any subcontractor (i) engages in severe forms of trafficking in persons, or (ii) uses forced labor in the performance of the  contract.

	BASED UPON THIS AUTHORITY, THIS CONTRACT MAY BE TERMINATED BY THE GOVERNMENT, WITHOUT PENALTY TO THE GOVERNMENT, IF THE CONTRACTOR, OR ANY OF ITS SUBCONTRACTORS AT ANY TIER,  ENGAGES IN SEVERE FORMS OF TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS, OR, USES FORCED LABOR IN THE PERFORMANCE OF THE CONTRACT.   “WITHOUT PENALTY” MEANS THAT THE CONTRACT MAY BE TERMINATED FOR DEFAULT/CAUSE.  THIS PROVISION DOES NOT JUST APPLY TO CASES OF WITHHOLDING PASSPORTS, BUT TO ANY AND ALL FORMS OF HUMAN TRAFFICKING, PROPAGATION OF INHUMANE LIVING CONDITIONS, AND VIOLATION OF ANY OF THE PROVISIONS OF THIS SPECIAL CONTRACT REQUIREMENT.   VIOLATION OF THESE PROVISIONS WILL ALSO SUBJECT OFFENDING CONTRACTORS TO SUSPENSION, DEBARMENT, AND BEING BANNED FROM GOVERNMENT INSTALLATIONS.

	Discussion of particular laws and statutes does not relieve the contractor from complying with all applicable laws and statutes, whether mentioned in this contract or not, including all United States laws and regulations on severe forms of trafficking in persons, procurement of commercial sex acts, and use of forced labor which may apply to its employees’ conduct in the host nation, and those laws for which jurisdiction is established by the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18 USC 3261-3267) and 18 USC 3271, Trafficking in Persons Offenses Committed by Persons Employed by or Accompanying the Federal Government Outside the United States.  

	Contractors are also required to comply with the following provisions:

1)  Contractors shall only hold employee passports and other identification documents discussed above for the shortest period of time reasonable for administrative processing purposes.

2)  Contractors shall provide all employees with a signed copy of their employment contract, in English as well as the employee’s native language, that defines the terms of their employment/compensation. 

3)  Contractors shall not utilize unlicensed recruiting firms, or firms that charge illegal recruiting fees.

4)  Contractors shall be required to provide adequate living conditions (sanitation, health, safety, living space) for their employees.  Fifty square feet is the minimum acceptable square footage of personal living space per employee.  Upon contractor’s written request, contracting officers may grant a waiver in writing in cases where the existing square footage is within 20% of the minimum, and the overall conditions are determined by the contracting officer to be acceptable.  A copy of the waiver approval shall be maintained at the respective life support area.    

5) Contractors shall incorporate checks of life support areas to ensure compliance with the requirements of this Trafficking in Persons Prohibition into their Quality Control program, which will be reviewed within the Government’s Quality Assurance process.

6)  Contractors shall comply with international laws regarding transit/exit/entry procedures, and the requirements for work visas.  Contractors shall follow all Host Country entry and exit requirements.  

	Contractors have an affirmative duty to advise the Contracting Officer if they learn of their employees violating the human trafficking and inhumane living conditions provisions contained herein.  Contractors are advised that contracting officers and/or their representatives will conduct random checks to ensure contractors and subcontractors at all tiers are adhering to the law on human trafficking, humane living conditions and withholding of passports.

	The contractor agrees to incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph, in all subcontracts under his contract.


18. Government Support:  DFARS 225.7402-4 and DoD Instruction 3020.41, Contractor Personnel Authorized to Accompany the US Armed Forces requires the contracting officer to address among other items, Government support and security.  These provisions will be tailored to each contract.  (Contracting Officer must tailor Government Support as required to meet contractual requirements)

18.1 Life Support.  The contractor is generally required to provide life support for their employees.  See the paragraphs below for other areas of support addressed in this contract.

18.2 MNFI Badge.  The card will include the GS Equivalency grade for contract employees, as well as the Geneva Convention category.  The MNFI Badge will be coded to the time of deployment stated in the contract.  All contractor personnel will be required to apply and maintain for a Government Issue MNFI Badge card prior to deployment into theater.  A letter of authorization from the Contracting Officer will be used to initiate and obtain the MNFI Badge.  Further guidance will be given after award to the awardee.

18.3 Post / Base Exchange (PX/BX). PX access is not authorized on this contract.  

18.4 Financial Support.  The government will provide a memorandum to contractor personnel authorizing them to utilize the servicing military financial support unit at LSA Anaconda for check cashing privileges equal to those of military personnel.  There are no commercial banks at LSA Anaconda, so banking and currency exchange services are not available. (Take out if not authorized)

18.5 Transportation.  All contractors requiring transportation into and out of theater must possess a Letter of Authorization.  The Letter of Authorization will be provided to CONUS based contractors prior to departure for the deployment processing point.  For local contractors a Letter of Authorization will be provided upon request from the Contracting Officer.  Official or other Travel utilizing military aircraft or other Government provided transportation will be provided on a reimbursable basis.  Contractors must provide an official billing address on the Letter of Authorization.  Travel either reimbursable or non-reimbursable will be provided to Kuwait only (unless otherwise authorized).  Contractors on official or unofficial business will pay for their own travel from Kuwait to any other destination.  Charges for reimbursable travel will be in accordance with US Government Tariff Rates.

18.6 Transportation to Area of Operation (From Outside AOR).  Normal procedure is for the contractor personnel processing through the CRC to deploy directly from the CRC site to the Iraqi theater through one of several available Aerial Port(s) of Debarkation (APOD) on military chartered aircraft.  Contractor may choose to seek a waiver to this requirement and allow their contract personnel to travel via commercial air to meet urgent schedule and support requirements.  If the government provides a waiver to military charter flights, cost of commercial transportation is allowable.  If the contractor chooses to send employees commercially WITHOUT a government waiver, the government will NOT reimburse costs for this travel.  Upon arrival in theater, contract personnel shall register with the AMC civilian support cell located at the arriving APOD.  This allows AMC to initiate accountability of the contract personnel in theater, and to coordinate with the sponsor unit for transportation and escort of contractor personnel to the place of duty.  Contractor personnel shall have a valid passport.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to obtain these documents prior to processing through the CRC.  

18.7 Transportation from Area of Operation.  Contractor personnel must process back through CRC in order to out-process.  The government will provide transportation back the appropriate CRC for de-mobilization.  Any deviation from standard Government chartered flights returning back to CRC will result in the contractor receiving a bill for re-imbursement of Government expenses.  Contractor will not be able to seek a waiver to this requirement and allow their contract personnel to travel via commercial air.   If the contractor chooses to send employees commercially, it will solely be at the contractor’s expense.  If Contractor personnel are required to leave country for emergency leave or ordinary leave, the Government will only provide transportation to an APOD in Kuwait.  The contractor is responsible for all transportation expenses for their employee once they have reached Kuwait. 

18.8 Morale and Welfare Recreational Facilities (Gyms, Phone Bank, Theater, etc).  Not authorized under this contract.

18.9 Billets.  The contractor is required to provide billeting for their employees.  

18.10 Dining Facilities and Bottled Water.  Not authorized under this contract.  The contractor is required to arrange for their own provisions.

18.11 Medical/Dental Services.  All medical facilities at LSA Anaconda will provide contractor employees with medical care when life, limb, or eyesight is jeopardized and for emergency medical and dental care.  Emergency care is defined as that care which a reasonable person believes constitutes a condition or may result in a condition that requires, or may require, immediate medical attention.  An emergency is an acute or emergent condition that requires immediate medical attention.  Examples of emergency include, but are not limited to:  refills of prescription drugs such as insulin and other life dependent drugs, broken bones, lacerations, and broken teeth or lost fillings.  Routine medical or dental care is not authorized and will not be provided by Army Medical Treatment Facilities (MTF) to civilian contractor personnel.

18.12 Military Postal Service (APO).  Contractor personnel are not authorized to utilize postal service located on Pennsylvania Ave.  

18.13 Laundry Service.  Contractor personnel are not authorized laundry services.  The contractor must make their own provisions for laundry.

18.14 Emergency Notification of Kin.  The contractor is responsible for notification of Kin.

18.15 Phone Services.  Contract employees may utilize publicly available phones.  Contractors are responsible for ensuring that employees have a means of communication outside of the theater of operations.

18.16 Deployment Processing.  All contractor personnel deploying to the Iraqi theater of operations are required to process through the Civilian Replacement Center operated by TRADOC at various military installations in the U.S.  The contractor shall coordinate directly with the CRC to schedule attendance.  For assistance in CRC processing, contractors should contact the CRC directly at 1-800-582-5552, or e-mail at atac@hoffman.army.mil.  The CRC has online information available at https://www.bliss.army.mil/387CRC/default.htm.  The CRC processing will provide the below services:

18.17 Organizational clothing and individual equipment (OCIE).  Equipment will be drawn from the CRC as per cycle schedule.  The list of items that will be drawn may vary due to operational stockage levels at the CRC.  Further information can be obtain by using the information provided in H.4.

18.18 Chemical Defensive Equipment (CDE).  This equipment includes protective mask, chemical suits, decontamination kits, and training on their proper use.  (NOTE:  Recent changes in the Iraqi theater protective posture may change the requirement for personnel to deploy with CDE, but the CRC will follow latest guidance). 

18.19 Medical Screening.  Medical and Dental screening will be conducted at the CRC.  This will include dental pantograph, all required immunizations, DNA sampling, and HIV screening, as well as specific medical briefings pertinent to conditions in Iraq.

18.20 Security Clearances.  Contractor personnel will periodically be required to support systems located in a restricted area where classified documents and materials are readily visible and cannot be shielded without becoming detrimental to the supported unit’s mission.  Therefore in accordance with Army Regulation 25-2, “Information Assurance”, Section V, “Personnel Security”, contractors must possess—as a minimum—a SECRET level security clearance.  All costs associated with obtaining clearances are the responsibility of the Contractor.  Interim clearances are acceptable so long as their status can be validated in the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS).  Contractor personnel must have in their possession verification of a valid SECRET or higher level security clearance upon arrival at LSA Anaconda.

18.21 Leave.  Contractor will schedule and permit leave in accordance with internal company policy.  However, contractor is always responsible for meeting the stringent requirements for quality and turn-around times contained in these specifications and must ensure adequate coverage to do so.  

18.22 Replacement Personnel.  The contractor will replace personnel in accordance with company policy.   
  
18.23 Cell Phones / Personal Computers.  Cell phones are not authorized at LSA Anaconda.  The government will not furnish personal computers for contractors.

18.24 Religious Services.  Religious services will be provided at the post Chappell.

18.25 Physical Security and Force Protection.  Contractors will comply with all installation physical security and force protection policies. 

18.27 Fuel.  Contractors with operational offices and who reside on the installation are authorized bulk and retail fuel provided at the Government Fuel point.  Fuel provided by the Government must be for official use only in support of this contract.  Contractors who make deliveries to the installation are not authorized fuel.  Contractors are not authorized to transport bulk fuel provided by the Government off of the installation unless the contract is for the transport of bulk fuel.  Contract prices must be appropriately adjusted for the provision of fuel by the Government.  Contractors who are suspected of fraud waste or abuse with regard to bulk fuel will be investigated by appropriate authorities.
