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OVERVIEW
· A DD Form 448 (a MIPR) is used for acquisitions within DoD (to include reimbursements for support provided via a support agreement), or for acquisition outside DoD (e.g. GSA).   

DISCUSSION
· Statutory Authorities versus Economy Act Authority (FAR  Subpart 17.5)
· Assisting agencies are authorized to provide support services under specific statutory authorities
· Acquisitions from required or optional sources of supplies prescribed in Part 8, which have separate statutory authority (e.g., Federal Supply Schedule contracts)
· Acquisitions using Government wide acquisition contracts
· The Economy Act applies when more specific statutory authority do not exist. 
· Interagency Acquisitions under the Economy Act (FAR  Subpart 17.5)
· “Interagency acquisition,” means a procedure by which an agency needing supplies or services (the requesting agency) obtains them from another agency (the servicing agency).
· The Economy Act (31 U.S. Code 1535) authorizes agencies to enter into mutual agreements and obtain supplies and services by interagency acquisition.  
· The Economy Act may not be used by an agency to circumvent conditions and limitations imposed on the use of funds.
· Acquisitions under the Economy Act are not exempt from the requirements of Subpart 7.3, Contractor Versus Government Performance.
· The Economy Act may not be used to make acquisitions conflicting with any other agency’s authority or responsibility (for example, that of the Administrator of General Services under the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act).
· Each Economy Act Order shall be supported by a Determination and Findings (D&F).
· [bookmark: LOC_P368_22218]Interagency Acquisitions under the Economy Act (DFARS SUBPART 217.5)
· [bookmark: P372_22301]Unless more specific statutory authority exists, the procedures in FAR Subpart 17.5, this subpart, and DoDI 4000.19 apply to all purchases, except micro-purchases, made for DoD by another agency. This includes orders under a task or delivery order contract entered into by the other agency. (Pub. L. 105-261, Section 814.)
· [bookmark: P376_22656]When the requesting agency is within DoD, a copy of the executed D&F shall be furnished to the servicing agency as an attachment to the order. When a DoD contracting office is acting as the servicing agency, a copy of the executed D&F shall be obtained from the requesting agency and placed in the contract file for the Economy Act order.
· DODI 4000.19 (http://www.dtic.mil/whs/directives/corres/pdf/400019p.pdf)
· DoD activities may enter into support agreements with non-DoD Federal activities when:
· Funding is available to pay for the support
· It is in the best interest of the United States Government
· The supplying activity is able to provide the support
· The support cannot be provided as conveniently or cheaply by a commercial enterprise
· It does not conflict with any other agency’s authority. 
· A D&F is accomplished and approved by the head of the major organizational unit ordering the support and attached to the agreement. This authority may be delegated, although designees may not be lower than Senior Executive Service (SES), Flag, or General Officer.
· MIPR Procedures
· Conduct Market research IAW FAR 10, FAR 12.101
· Identify statutory/law authority or Economy Act
· Adequate description, FSC or Service Code,  Period of Performance 
· Service Designated Official (SDO) documentation IAW AFFARS 5337.503
· Required documentation: Determination/Decision Document (DDD) or similar info in another format; D&F; & J&A, if required
· Funds certified – MIPR certification
· Note that a D&F is not required when a signed support agreement exists

SUMMARY
The government wants to promote careful consideration of available alternatives before deciding to MIPR funds to another agency to fulfill requirements that can be purchased within DoD.
