Justification and Approval for Other Than Full and Open Competition

1.  This document constitutes justification and approval for other than full and open competition for the acquisition described herein, under the authority of FAR 6.302-2.  It is executed on behalf of XXX AEW/ECONS DET 1, TENT CITYY AB, COUNTRY X.

2.  Nature and description of action being approved.

The XXX AEW/ECONS DET 1 proposes to procure by means of other than full and open competition telescopic man-lift and crane for the Expeditionary Civil Engineering Squadron (ECES). 

3.  Description of supplies or services required to meet the Agency’s needs.

The work to be performed is the rental of a man-lift and crane for a period of one month at an estimated cost of $XX,XXX.00.

4.  Identification of statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition.

	a.  FAR 6.302-2, Unusual and compelling urgency

	b.  10 USC 2304(c)(2)

5.  Demonstrate that the nature of the acquisition requires use of the authority cited.  

The statutory authority cited is FAR 6.302-2, unusual and compelling urgency, is necessary as delay in award of this contract would result in serious injury, financial or other, to the government as this is for the beddown of Air Force personnel, equipment, and supplies at Tent City AB.  

6.  Description of efforts made to ensure that offers are solicited from as many potential sources as is practicable, including whether a CBD notice was or will be publicized as required by Subpart 5.2, and if not which exception under 5.202 applies.

Due to urgency, a short list of potential contractors was not developed as the Air Force just arrived in the location a month ago.  The Air Force Expeditionary Contracting Office (ECONS) is in the process of developing a detailed vendor base stating what the vendors are able to accomplish and track their past performance.  Only one contractor with a proven record of timely and satisfactory performance for previous similar work with the Air Force ECONS and the Army Contracting Office was contacted.  In accordance with FAR 5.202 (a)(12) a synopsis was not required.

7.  Determination by the contracting officer that the anticipated cost to the government for the proposed acquisitions will be fair and reasonable.

An independent government estimate has been prepared and will be compared to the contractor’s proposal.

8.  Description of market survey conducted and the results or a statement of the reasons that a market survey was not conducted.

A market survey was not conducted due to urgency involved.  A short list of contractors capable of performing based on past experience with the Air Force ECONS Office was not developed as stated in paragraph 6.

9.  Any other facts supporting the use of other than full and open competition.

	a.  The extent and nature of the harm the Government would incur are as follows:
Air Force members assigned to Tent City AB would not be able to store inbound supplies or equipment necessary for the protection of forces in the fist to fist shelter.

10.  A listing of the sources, if any, that expressed, in writing, an interest in the procurement.

No prospective contractors expressed, in writing, an interest in quoting on this project as it was issued to only one contractor with a satisfactory performance record working with the Army Contracting Office and the Air Force ECONS Office. 

11.  A statement of the actions, if any, the agency may take to remove or overcome any barriers to competition before any subsequent acquisition for the supplies or services required.  

The urgency of accomplishing the work required is to secure the beddown of all Air Force personnel, supplies, and equipment assigned to Tent City AB, Country X.  Due to the build-up phase of deployment Tent City AB is in and the lack of a strong vendor database the ECONS office has, no efforts could be planned to remove or overcome any barriers to competition before any subsequent acquisition.  This circumstance is to be considered recurring until a vendor database with the type of supplies and services contractors provide can be developed.  

12.  Statement of delivery requirements.

Due to the urgency of this requirement, work must commence immediately to ensure the safety of personnel, supplies, and equipment.
