(g)(i)  Ownership or control by the government of a terrorist country.



(A)  Under 10 U.S.C. 2327(b), a contracting officer shall not award a contract of $100,000 or more to a firm or to a subsidiary of a firm when a foreign government—





(1)  Either directly or indirectly, has a significant interest—






(i)  In the firm; or






(ii)  In the subsidiary or the firm that owns the subsidiary; and 





(2)  Has been determined by the Secretary of State under 50 U.S.C. App. 2405(j)(1)(A) to be a government of a country that has repeatedly provided support for acts of international terrorism.




(B)  The Secretary of Defense may waive the prohibition in paragraph (g)(i)(A) of this subsection in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2327(c).  This waiver authority may not be delegated.



[(C)  Forward any information indicating that a firm or a subsidiary of a firm may be owned or controlled by the government of a terrorist country, through agency channels, to:  Deputy Director, Defense Procurement (Contract Policy and International Contracting, OUSD(AT&L)DPAP(CPIC)), 3060 Defense Pentagon, Washington, DC  20301-3060.]

209.104-70  Solicitation provisions.

(a)  Use the provision at 252.209-7001, Disclosure of Ownership or Control by the Government of a Terrorist Country, in all solicitations expected to result in contracts of $100,000 or more.  Any disclosure that the government of a terrorist country has a significant interest in an offeror or a subsidiary of an offeror shall be forwarded through the head of the agency to the Director of Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy, ATTN:  OUSD(AT&L)DPAP(CPIC), 3060 Defense Pentagon, Washington, DC  20301-3060 [through agency channels to the address at 209.104-1(g)(i)(C)].
