PGI 204.73—EXPORT-CONTROLLED INFORMATION AND TECHNOLOGY

AT CONTRACTOR, UNIVERSITY, AND FEDERALLY FUNDED RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT CENTER FACILITIES

PGI 204.7302  General.


(1)  Regulations.  The U.S. Government restricts the release of critical technologies, including the provision or transfer of technology, technical data, and software, to foreign nationals and foreign persons through the following regulations:  

  

(i)  The Export Administration Regulations (EAR) (15 CFR Parts 730-774), issued by the Department of Commerce, controls the export of dual-use commodities and contains the Commerce Control List that identifies dual-use commodities, technology, or software that are export-controlled. (ii)  The International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR) (22 CFR Parts 120-130), issued by the Department of State, controls the export of defense-related articles and services including technical data, ensuring compliance with the Arms Export Control Act (22 U.S.C. 2778).  The U.S. Munitions List identifies defense articles, services, and related technical data that are inherently military in character and could, if exported, jeopardize national security of foreign policy interests of the United States. (2)  DoD Directive.  DoD Directive 2040.2, “International Transfers of Technology, Goods, Services, and Munitions” provides guidance to manage, control, and limit the transfer or export of technology, goods, services, and munitions consistent with U.S. foreign policy and national security objectives.
