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PART 244—SUBCONTRACTING POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
subpart 244.3--contractors' purchasing systems reviews

244.301  Objective.

The administrative contracting officer (ACO) is [solely] responsible for reviewing [initiating reviews of] the contractor's purchasing systems[, but other organizations may request that the ACO initiate such reviews].  Members of other organizations such as audit or program management activities should not conduct separate reviews of a contractor's purchasing system, but may participate in a review conducted for the ACO.  These organizations may, if they suspect a problem, recommend that the ACO initiate a special review.

244.304  Surveillance.


(b)  The ACO, or the purchasing system analyst (PSA) with the concurrence of the ACO, may initiate a special review of specific weaknesses in the contractor's purchasing system.  [See PGI 244.304(b) for examples of weaknesses.]  The weaknesses, for example—



(i)  May arise because of—




(A)  Major changes in the contractor's purchasing policies, procedures, or key personnel; or




(B)  Changes in plant workload or type of work.



(ii)  May be discovered—




(A)  During reviews of subcontracts submitted under advance notification and consent (FAR Subpart 44.2); or




(B)  From information provided by Government personnel.
