239.7401  Definitions.

As used in this subpart—

(e)  “Security [Securing],” “sensitive information,” and “telecommunications systems” have the meaning given in the clause at 252.239-7016, Telecommunications Security Equipment, Devices, Techniques, and Services.

* * * * *
239.7405  Multiyear contracting [Delegated] authority for telecommunications resources.


(a)  The General Services Administration (GSA) has exclusive multiyear contracting authority for telecommunications resources.  However, GSA may delegate this authority in certain instances (see Federal Property Management Regulations (FPMR) 101-35.6).

(b)  In accordance with FPMR 101-35.6, executive agencies may enter into multiyear contracts for telecommunications resources if—



(1)  The agency notifies GSA prior to using GSA’s multiyear contracting authority;



(2)  The contract life, including options, does not exceed 10 years; and



(3)  The agency complies with OMB budget and accounting procedures relating to appropriated funds.

[The contracting officer may enter into a telecommunications service contract on a month-to-month basis or for any longer period or series of periods, not to exceed a total of 10 years.  See PGI 239.7405 for documents relating to this contracting authority, which the General Services Administration has delegated to DoD.]
