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SUBPART 219.8—CONTRACTING WITH THE SMALL BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION (THE 8(a) PROGRAM)

219.800  General.


(a)  By Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) dated May 6, 1998, between the Small Business Administration (SBA) and the Department of Defense (DoD), the SBA delegated to the Under Secretary of Defense (Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics) its authority under paragraph 8(a)(1)(A) of the Small Business Act (5 U.S.C. 637(a)) to enter into 8(a) prime contracts, and its authority under 8(a)(1)(B) of the Small Business Act to award the performance of those contracts to eligible 8(a) Program participants.  Consistent with the provisions of this subpart, this authority is hereby redelegated to DoD contracting officers within the United States, its territories and possessions, Puerto Rico, the Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands, and the District of Columbia, to the extent that it is consistent with any dollar or other restrictions established in individual warrants.  This authority is being delegated and redelegated on a pilot test basis and shall expire on May 5 [December 31], 2001.  Notwithstanding this MOU, contracting officers may elect to award the contract pursuant to the provisions of FAR Subpart 19.8.


(b)  Awards under the MOU may be awarded directly to the 8(a) participant on either a sole source or competitive basis.


(c)  Contracts awarded under the MOU may be awarded directly to the 8(a) participant.  An SBA signature on the contract is not required.
