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PART 219—SMALL BUSINESS PROGRAMS

219.000  Scope of part.
This part also implements 10 U.S.C. 2323, which sets a goal for DoD for each of fiscal years 1987 through 2003[6] to—


(1)  Award five percent of contract and subcontract dollars to small disadvantaged business (SDB) concerns, historically black colleges and universities (HBCUs), and minority institutions (MIs) (See Part 226 for policy/procedures on HBCU/MIs); and


(2)  Maximize the number of such entities in DoD contracting and subcontracting.

subpart 226.70—historically black colleges and universities and minority institutions

226.7000  Scope of subpart.
This subpart implements the historically black college and university (HBCU) and minority institution (MI) provisions of 
10 U.S.C. 2323, which—


(a)  Set a goal for DoD for each of fiscal years 1987 through 2003[6] to award five percent of contract and subcontract dollars to small disadvantaged business concerns and HBCU/MIs; and


(b)  Require a separate goal, for each of fiscal years 1991 through 2003[6], as a subset of the five percent goal, for the participation of HBCUs and MIs.
