subpart 225.71—other restrictions on foreign ACQUISITION

225.7103  Polyacrylonitrile (PAN) carbon fiber.

225.7103-1  Policy.

DoD has imposed restrictions on the acquisition of PAN carbon fiber from foreign sources.  DoD is phasing out the restrictions over the 5-year period ending May 31, 2005[6].  Contractors with contracts that contain the clause at 252.225-7022 shall use U.S. or Canadian manufacturers or producers for all PAN carbon fiber requirements.

225.7103-2  Waivers.

With the approval of the chief of the contracting office, the contracting officer may waive, in whole or in part, the requirement of the clause at 252.225-7022.  For example, a waiver may be justified if a qualified U.S. or Canadian source cannot meet scheduling requirements.

225.7103-3  Contract clause.

Use the clause at 252.225-7022, Restriction on Acquisition of Polyacrylonitrile (PAN) Carbon Fiber, in solicitations and contracts for major systems as follows:


(a)  In solicitations and contracts issued on or before May 31, 2003, if--



(1)  The system is not yet in production (milestone C as defined in DoDI 5000.2, Operation of the Defense Acquisition System); or



(2)  The clause was used in prior program contracts.


(b)  In solicitations and contracts issued during the period beginning June 1, 2003, and ending May 31, 2005 [issued on or before May 31, 2006], if the system is not yet in development and demonstration (milestone B as defined in DoDI 5000.2).
