  (1)  National Security Presidential Directive/NSPD-22 of December 16, 2002, Combating Trafficking in Persons (Unclassified Version), instructs Federal agencies to strengthen their collective efforts, capabilities, and coordination to support policy to combat trafficking in persons.

  (2)  Deputy Secretary of Defense memorandum of January 30, 2004, Subject: Combating Trafficking in Persons in the Department of Defense, requires that overseas service contracts incorporate provisions that—


(i)  Prohibit any activities on the part of contractor employees that support or promote trafficking in persons; and


(ii)  Impose suitable penalties on contractors who fail to monitor the conduct of their employees.
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
