LEVY EXEMPTION WAIVER (LEW) PROCESS
1. Shipper submits the LEW along with a copy of the carrier’s award page to the Logistics Movement Coordination Center (LMCC) for verification to pcocustoms@pco-iraq.net.  The origin OCCA must also include the 598th FWD on the copy line of the e-mail (595thcustomersupport@spod.arfor.army.mil).
2. The LMCC coordinator will verify the request; the forms are forwarded to the Iraqi Customs liaison officer for approval in the Gulf Region Division (GRD) office.

3. The Iraqi customs liaison officer verifies, stamps, signs, and dates the documentation.  The approved forms are returned to the shippervia e-mail (the entire process takes approximately 24 – 48 hours excluding Fridays and Saturdays).
4. The shipper provides the verified LEW to the commercial carrier prior to cargo lift from the POE.  The LEW, along with the terms of carriage for the cargo, must also be provided to the Umm Qasr port manager, LTC Gunn (Michael.Gunn@pco-iraq.net / michael.gunn@bucca.iraq.army.mil). 
5. The commercial carrier or the carrier’s agent will provide the waiver to Iraqi Border Customs Agent along with other documentation such as the commercial invoice and packing list.  The LEW must match the cargo manifest.
6. The Iraqi customs liaison officer in the GRD makes telephone verification of cargo arrival.

7. The LMCC presents the approved LEW to Iraqi Customs upon cargo arrival at Umm Qasr.  Iraqi Customs waives the 5% import fee / duty.

8. The LMCC coordinates movement control with the carrier via movement (i.e. march) credits.
SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Containerized cargo must include the container numbers.

2. No vehicles may be imported via Umm Qasr with a manufactured year earlier than 2004.  For refurbished vehicles manufactured earlier than 2004, the LEWs should reflect the year of refurbishment (not earlier than 2004) vice the manufactured year.

3. The “Sponsor Organization” block must be completed with the carrier’s contract sponsor (i.e. SDDC).
