Interim Final Rule on Private Security Contractors in Contingency Operations
· 32 CFR Part 159, “Private Security Contractors (PSCs) Operating in Contingency Operations” was published on July 17, 2009.  (available at:

· This part establishes policy, assigns responsibilities and provides procedures for the regulation of the selection, accountability, training, equipping, and conduct of personnel performing private security functions under a covered contract during contingency operations. It also assigns responsibilities and establishes procedures for incident reporting, use of and accountability for equipment, rules for the use of force, and a process for administrative action or the removal, as appropriate, of PSCs and PSC personnel. For the Department of Defense, this IFR supplements DoD Instruction 3020.41, ‘‘Contractor Personnel Authorized to Accompany the U.S. Armed Forces,’’ which provides guidance for all DoD contractors operating in contingency operations. 

· Comments on the IFR have been received and are being adjudicated.  Once adjudication is complete, a final rule will be published.
· A draft Federal Acquisition Register clause has been prepared.  

Rewrite of DoD Instruction (DoDI) 3020.41    
· The current version of DoD Instruction 3020.41, “Contractor Personnel Authorized to Accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces” was published in December, 2005. (available at: http://www.acq.osd.mil/log/PS/publications.html )
· A revised version of DoDI 3020.41, “Program Management of Operational Contract Support for Contingency Operations,” is in final coordination.  This version contains significant changes to the existing instruction including:  (1) incorporation of lessons learned from current operations; (2) requirements for the development of contractor oversight plans; (3) requirements for adequate military personnel necessary to execute contract oversight; and, (4) standards of medical care for deployed contractors.
· The revised DoDI 3020.41 will have to be published in the Federal Register for public comment.  We anticipate it will be signed in the summer, 2010.
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
