CBM+ AG Meeting

11 FEB 2005

1. The session was called to order around 0900 by Col Smith. The attendees included: Lt Col Ray Johnson, Capt Robert Charlton, Greg Kilchenstein, Norm Sondheimer, Peter Will, Al Wallace, Robert Woodson, Nick Avedellas, Lt Col Dan McLean, Gordon Tillery, Pete Sisa, CDR Will Hesse, and Dave Cutter.

2. Inputs for the DoD Maintenance Conference in October were discussed. The theme is Sustaining Weapon System Readiness through Reliability, Cycle Time, and Continuous Process Improvements. Inputs are due by 18 Feb. Please submit your suggestions for discussion at the next AG session so we can discuss our limited number of recommendations.
 

3. It was again noted that the SAE DoD Maintenance Symposium and the NDIA Systems Engineering meeting are both scheduled for 24-28 October this year. It will not de-conflict in the near term, so early planning is needed to cover both events.


4. Norm Sondheimer presented the Collective Mind project and is looking to the CBM+ Advisory Group for guidance on future opportunities. The presentation will be posted on the CBM+ website. The key technology is statistical machine learning. A number of service agencies have expressed some interest and other inputs are requested.


5. Modeling and Simulation were discussed. Mr Pauling took a brief from Clockworks, a firm that supports the Marine Corps. Gordon Tillery, who supports DoD sustaining engineering (Mr Mark Schaffer) and is on the NDIA Modeling Committee, mentioned the efforts underway in modeling for DoD. CDR Hesse and Pete Sisa commented on the Navy’s Smart Ship experience and the Corona model efforts being done by NAVSEA 05.


6. CBM+ certification was discussed. It was recommended to contact Ken Jacobs concerning NAVSEA’s RCM certificate program. Other examples of technology or process certification programs currently in place were requested.
