CBM+ AG Meeting

18 FEB 2005

1. The session was called to order at 0900 by Col Smith. The attendees included: Lt Col Ray Johnson, Greg Kilchenstein, Robert Woodson, Nick Avedellas, Susan Manzanares, Jim Jobe, Pete Sisa, CDR Will Hesse, and Dave Cutter.

2. Pete Sisa presented a status report on his SBIR Phase III project - NAVSUP Machinery Health Monitoring, Sense & Respond Logistics. This project is targeted toward DD(X), leverages previous SBIR efforts and is tied into current systems ICAS, SKED and OMMS NG. Testing at a land site is planned for May with later demonstrations aboard a DDG-51 class destroyer. Pete cited MIMOSA as a key enabler that others may want to research for their initiatives.


3. Inputs for the DoD Maintenance Conference in October were due today. The theme is Sustaining Weapon System Readiness through Reliability, Cycle Time, and Continuous Process Improvements. 
 

4. The Navy CBM+ Enabling Technology Workshop on 23-24 February is being conducted by ManTech in support of a Naval Surface Warfare Center contract that seeks advanced R&D solutions for maritime machinery systems. A flyer is being passed separately. 


5. Inputs for the Modeling and Simulation team members from the Services were requested. A second brief from Clockwork Solutions, a modeling firm that supports the Marine Corps, is scheduled for this afternoon at 1330-1430. Further efforts in modeling are expected soon.


6. The AG session on 11 March will be in 3D1019 vice 3E808 and the briefing slot is open. The 18 March AG session will be moved to 21 March to accommodate a presentation from the JOAP commander. 


7. The AG briefing schedule will be passed separately. Brief slots are open from 15 April on. Nominations are being encouraged from the CBM+ select programs.
