CBM+ INTEGRATED PROCESS TEAM
06 May 2005
1. The meeting was called to order at 0930 by Col Sarah Smith in Pentagon Room 1E518. Members present were Mr. James Stamper, Mr. John Yuhas, Mr. Robert Woodson, Lt Col Ray Johnson, Lt Col Dan McLean, Maj Craig Barnett, Capt Eric Wolf, LCDR Rich McConnell, Mr. Pete Sisa, Mr. Mark Karr, Maj Gina Garcia, Mr. Darell Hicks, Mr Elijah Brown, Mr. Teddie Gregory, Mr. Bill Taw, Mr. Dick Thompson and Mr. Dave Cutter.

2. The first brief was titled “Joint Distance Support and Response”, led off by Mr. Yuhas and presented by LCDR McConnell. The JDSR project is a FY 2002-2006 Advanced Concept Technology Demonstration. This ACTD is in its final phase, having successfully demonstrated an integrated tele-maintenance capability across the Services. Lead by Navy and in support of USJFCOM, the team developed a common and interoperable environment that provided maintenance information to the maintainer in the field at a low bandwidth. Five Programs of Record were utilized in the ACTD and they plan to use the technology as it transitions into the acquisition phase.   
3. The second presentation was titled “Services Parts Ordering Tool”, by Maj Garcia from DLA. This Logistics R&D project was recently established at the Navy’s Mine Warfare community in Ingleside, TX. SPOT started with the Air Force E-3 wing at Tinker in Oklahoma City. Spot is a tailored, seamless portal and interface capability between an IETM and a supply system. The technician gains the ability to order parts without leaving his tech pub. User feedback has been very positive and DLA is continuing to develop more capabilities at the 2 current sites and is searching for their next opportunity.   
4. Col Smith provided handouts and discussed inputs required by next week’s meeting from each Service on currently active CBM+ technologies and processes. The format was called a”6-pack” which simply describes the multi-panel slide. A quad-chart (4-panel) developed for the overall CBM+ effort was provided for review and assistance in preparing the Service’s 6-pack chart. An illustrious program, process or technology that is part of their CBM+ plan is requested to be highlighted on each chart. Please call the Col or myself with questions.
