CBM+ ADVISORY GROUP

07 April 2005
1. The meeting was called to order at 0900 by Col Sarah Smith in Pentagon Room 3E808. Members present were Mr Greg Kilchenstein, COL Steward Remaly, Mr Robert Woodson, Mr Kerry Brown and Mr. Dave Cutter.

2. Mr Kurt Garbow and Mr Tom Kovach provided a presentation on Military Flight Operations Quality Assurance (MFOQA) which will be posted on the CBM+ website under the OSD icon. The Deputy Assistant SECNAV Safety office is developing an off-platform unit-level data analysis capability that uses currently available information to identify equipment performance abnormalities and maintenance opportunities. Based on the commercial airline model, future demonstrations are being planned for Navy ships. The Army and Air Force are responding to a PBD requiring similar capability. 
3. Modeling and Simulation was discussed. Team members need to be identified to Col Smith and Nick Avdellas a soon as possible. The 29 April CBM+ session is planned to be a Modeling and Simulation team formation meeting.
4. On Thursday 14 April is the rescheduled meeting called "Do Something With the Data".  Chris Sautter and Ron Dalton will brief Mr. Pauling and the CBM+ members on Army's initiatives: Soldier Focused Logistics; Platform Maintenance Environment; UID; Info Center; and RCM/CBM.
