3. Nominations for programs to participate in the initial RCM Survey are requested before the next AG meeting. The goal is to determine the level of RCM activity across DoD. Headquarter POCs are also requested, if available.
4. Modeling and Simulation team members need to be identified to Col Smith and Nick Avdellas a soon as possible. A draft handout on the team’s objective was provided. The effort is planned to begin working this month.
