2. The Army’s Common Logistics Operating Environment (CLOE) Aviation Technical Demonstration was presented by Mr. Kerry Brown. The project, under the direction of Dr. Keeny at Logistics Transformation Agency, is to demonstrate technical and operational feasibility of the enablers required to implement the CLOE on a transformed aviation brigade. It is focused on the environment anticipated in 2008 and integrates a number of related initiatives. The brief will be posted on-line under the Army icon. 
3. The 6-pack charts were briefly discussed. Final inputs are requested by this Friday (10 June). The JLB will be presented a consolidated input on 08 July and IPT members were advised to ensure their JLB member were aware of their inputs. Please email/call Col. Smith with questions. 
4. SBIR was discussed. A link to a fall conference and a partial summary of projects were provided by separate e-mails. 

5. A revised strategy for the RCM survey was discussed. The survey will be addressed to the MSSG for endorsement and then electronically distributed direct to designated POCs with the help of the IPT. Service IPT leads were asked to review the survey and comment on the separate e-mail.

6. The next MSSG will consider changing the CBM+ AG to CBM+ IPT. Consistent with that, the IPT was asked to consider appropriate future projects that will be submitted for OSD funding opportunities. This will be a 08 July action item.

7. The meeting adjourned at 1400. The next scheduled meeting is on 10 June and the brief will be from the Army Aviation CBM program. The next opening for a new brief is on in July – inputs are welcome from IPT members at any time. The CBM+ Select programs are encouraged to share their latest progress and initiatives, in keeping with the charter guidelines.
