CBM+ INTEGRATED PROCESS TEAM

1. The meeting was called to order at 0900 in Pentagon Room 1E518 by Mr. Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included Mr. James Stamper, Mr. Steve Karl, Mr. Dick Thompson and Mr. Dave Cutter.

2. The first discussion item was CBM+ IPT future plans. It was suggested that one of the key elements to establishing CBM+ within the Services is institutionalizing the concept in some manner. One approach would be to create an educational opportunity/requirement at DAU. Examples of other OSD efforts that have developed a DAU application are the CPI and Corrosion programs.  Other aspects discussed included certification and qualifications.  Does CBM+ fit in the total life-cycle acquisition curriculum at Level 1, 2 or 3? What is the CBM+ certification requirement? Is the SOLE CPL qualification a good example to follow? Feedback is requested from IPT members for use at the next meeting.
3. IPT members were asked to review the CBM+ charter in light of recent discussion on Working IPTs, short term goals and objectives, changes in schedule, etc. Other WIPTs were discussed, specifically an IETM WIPT concerning the upcoming policy on standards (S1000D).
4. The final item concerned CTMA (see attached presentations). A number of recent awards were passed separately. Options for communicating project opportunities and results to the Services were discussed. The transition of funding from a Congressional-add to an OSD PBD was also discussed. Please review the presentations and provide feedback.
