1. The meeting was called to order at 0900 in Pentagon Room 2C554 #1 by Col Sarah Smith. 2. The Army’s Aviation CBM Program from the Aviation and Missile Command presented an overview and update on their Proof of Principle demonstration. Discussion included proprietary data rights (USMC PBL procedure), sharing of multi-service component analysis, selection of components based on risk factors, and the goal of reducing maintenance burden on the mechanic.  
3. Col Smith discussed the latest quad chart for CBM+ and the rationale for the funding that was identified. Service plans for funding CBM across the FYTD were discussed.  Further inputs for the Services were requested. 
4. A joint forum to discuss relationships between materiel readiness and sustaining engineering was mentioned. Its target date is 18 July. More information to follow.
5. The meeting adjourned at 1015. The next scheduled meeting is on Tuesday, 21 June and the brief will be from the Reliability Analysis Center (RAC).
