CBM+ INTEGRATED PROCESS TEAM

1. The meeting was called to order at 0930 by Col Sarah Smith in Pentagon Room 1E518. Members present were Mr. Greg Kilchenstein, Ms. Karen Erickson, Col Steward Remaly, Mr. Robert Woodson, Mr. Pete Sisa, Ms. Susan Manzanares, Mr. Gene Morin, Mr. Mark Karr and Mr. Dave Cutter.

2. A brief titled “Auto Log” was presented by Gene Morin. The Marine Corps’ Autonomic Logistics approach was described; their Electronic Maintenance Support System (portable maintenance aids) requirement was discussed; their participation in the Joint Distance Support and Response ACTD (briefed last week) was highlighted; another ACTD titled Agile Rapid Global Combat Support is developing a joint ATE solution; and their Net-Centric Diagnostics concept was explained.  
3. Col Smith led the discussion on preparation of 6-pack charts by each Service. The requirement is for each Service and DLA to show a broad view of their total CBM+ effort supported by examples of specific technologies or programs they have planned, are in process of implementing, or have already executed. The sensitivity of displaying resource allocation across the FYDP was discussed and funding profiles can be left off at this time if necessary. “Let’s work on the words first.” Draft inputs are requested at next week’s meeting from each member. Please call the Colonel or myself with questions. 
4. The meeting adjourned at 1030. The 20 May session is scheduled for 0900 to 1000 in Room 3D1019 – please note this is a different location but our original meeting time.
