CBM+ INTEGRATED PROCESS TEAM
23 September 2005
1. The meeting was called to order at 0900 in Pentagon Room 2D261 by Mr. Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included Mr. James Stamper, Mr. Steve Karl, CDR Jim Jepson, LtCol Steve Morani, Mr. Pete Sisa, Ms Susan Manzanares, Maj Shannon Mikus, Ms Karen Erickson, Maj Steve Dubois, Mr. Mark Karr, Mr, Kerry Brown, Mr. Dick Thompson and Mr. Dave Cutter.

2. The first agenda item was CBM+ education planning which was lead by a presentation from Mr Bill Kobren from DAU. It has been suggested that one of the key elements to establishing CBM+ within the Services is institutionalizing the concept and one approach would be to create an educational opportunity/ requirement in conjunction with DAU. A number of options were discussed. CBM+ has a page on the Acquisition Community Connection web site at https://acc.dau.mil/simplify/ev.php?ID=11655_201&ID2=DO_TOPIC.  Inputs were requested from OSD and the Services to be added to that site. The LOG 204 course (Configuration Management) is in rewrite and we will submit CBM+ inputs for consideration as additional course material. It is a mandatory course for Sustaining Engineering and a recommended course for Logistics.  Another option to consider is creating a separate Continuous Learning Module for CBM+.
3. The second presentation was from Mr. Andy Hess and Col T. J. Fowler from the JSF JPO. They described the history of PHM and Autonomic Logistics Information System development.  There was no guidebook to follow in their long process, but Andy is writing a report now to provide information that may help others. The first IOC is in 2012.  It was mentioned that a relatively small number of sensors have been added to date to capture the required information for PHM. A number of slides discussed the Fleet Life Management concept from Lockheed Martin. Much of the material presented is not currently releasable, but we will attempt to get an annotated brief for posting.

4. The meeting adjourned at 1115. The next scheduled meeting is at 0900 on Friday, 30 September. The presentation will be from Boeing on CBM.  The location will be announced.
