1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon Room 1E518 by Mr. Greg Kilchenstein. 2. The following items were discussed:

a. The DoD Maintenance Symposium is in Reno, NV on 23-26 October 2006. CBM+ has a session scheduled on Monday at 0930 to 1100. Greg suggested that a panel be developed to highlight activity and progress using AG (or IPT) members. The AG was requested to declare their intent to attend by 12 April.  An abstract is required to be submitted this week. 
b. A CBM+ article was developed for use in the Air Force’s ER magazine this summer.  It was distributed for review.  Please provide your comments this week.


c. The RCM WIPT was discussed. Yvonne Romero is the WIPT lead. She has initiated planning and is looking for the AG members to nominate 2 or 3 representatives for each Service. A kick off meeting will be at LMI on 27 April. A list of participants from the RCM survey was distributed for consideration. A draft charter will be distributed separately. Greg asked for name inputs by this Friday at noon.


d. The latest version of the draft CBM+ Policy Instruction (dated 04 April) was handed out for further review.  Comments from Bill Kobren (DAU) were also distributed for consideration.  The whole package will be discussed at next week’s AG session.  Your continuing inputs are appreciated at any time.

e. A signed Charter and a short PowerPoint presentation from JOLATS were distributed for information.  They plan to brief the WIPT in May.

3. The JOAP WIPT was presented by LTC Jordan and Dr Urbansky. Handouts were provided and a brief will be posted on the CBM+ web site. They brought and demonstrated two infrared spectrometry devices that are being developed under an Army CRADA focused on oil assessment for ground diesel equipment.  CTMA is providing resources for Smiths Detection and Foster-Miller to produce a number of testers for field evaluation.  The technologies are available today.  This project is developing the applications. Service involvement is encouraged to help determine the requirement.  More information will follow.
