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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon Room 5A712A by Mr Greg Klchenstein. Members present included Lt Col Charles Parton, Maj Shannon Mikus, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter. 


2. Mr Dave Calderwood from LMI presented a brief on Weapon System Sustainment Value Stream Model (WSSVSM). The model is still under development and the brief will be posted on the CBM+ website under Briefings and Current Reading. LMI was tasked to develop a capability demonstration that integrated several modeling tools and, where necessary, incorporated functional enhancements to meet analysis requirements. The overall objective was to demonstrate a modeling capability to quantify the weapon system availability implications, and associated total ownership costs that result from variations in factors inherent in the sustainment value stream. 
3. WSSVSM consists of a suite of logistics modeling tools that, when integrated, allows analysts to effectively predict changes to average weapon system availability over time based on variations in:

 

sustainment policies, 

 

depot-level cycle times,


support parts reliability,


operational level mean time to repair,


parts inventory and positioning of inventory, and


programmed funding for depot-level maintenance.
Next steps will include demonstrating WSSVSM capability using a ground weapon system (M 1 tank) data and developing a more friendly user interface.  

4. Other issues discussed included:
