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1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon Room 5A712A. Members present included Lt Col Steve Morani, Mr Jan Jedrych, Mr Dick Thompson, and Mr Dave Cutter. Mr Chuck Ryan (NCMS/CTMA) and Mr Ed Urbansky (JOAP) were present to brief.


2. A brief was presented by Ed Urbansky on the status of the JOAP WIPT. The project is “going well” - the 2 teams (Foster-Miller and Smiths) have used CTMA resources and are ahead of schedule. The project goals are to equip field activities with devices to evaluate fluids in real time and eliminate the cost (in time and money) to process samples back to a dispersed site/lab. These hand-held units are acknowledged as an interim solution until embedded sensor capabilities are achieved. Ed briefed the Army approach they selected was to use the Foster-Miller unit at the company level and the Smiths unit at the battalion level. A number of characteristics were explained and the devices’ features were discussed. Jan supports the project, but cited 2 major issues to be addressed before demonstration testing. First, the Army changed their doctrine and moved Company motor pools to the Battalion level, which will change the oil analysis equipment test deployment plan. Second, following a BCA, the Army removed a large number of equipment from their AOAP list, which may change the target vehicles to be tested. Ed was requested to consider long haul equipment or M1 tanks. A single unit was considered to be more effective. The requirement justification process was discussed. The presentation will be posted on the CBM+ website under CBM+ WIPTs / JOAP.

3. This meeting was adjourned at 1210. The next AG session is on 18 October at 1030 in 5A712A. The CBM+ Guidebook will be reviewed. A read-ahead will be provided.
