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1. The meeting was called to order at 0930 at the Boeing Integration Center (BIC) by Mr Greg Kilchenstein.  Members present included CDR James Jepson, Mr Alonzo Mays, Capt Jeremy Gray (for Lt Col Morani), Mr Dave Swanson, Mr Dick Thompson, and Mr Dave Cutter. The demonstration presenters included Mr John Antonio and Mr Steve Cooper, Mr Ron Mutzelburg, Mr Greg Atchison, plus other BIC personnel.

2. From their documentation – “Operated by the Boeing Analysis, Modeling and Simulation (AMS) organization, the BIC focuses a broad range of Boeing capabilities so that network centric operations – the decision environment that relies on networking technology to provide situational awareness and a common operating picture for all network users – can be demonstrated to customers and key decision makers using leading-edge multimedia technology. 
The BIC is a world-class modeling and simulation, design, development, and demonstration facility where visitors are immersed in demonstrations of a network-centric decision environment. Communications architectures, information protocols, and integrated intelligence management tools for use in Boeing programs are developed in the BIC. The BIC also performs system simulations, system effectiveness modeling, rapid prototyping, and operator in-the-loop simulations to determine the effectiveness of the applied technology in the target environment. In this way, new technologies can be developed, verified and virtually “deployed” inside the BIC before being introduced into Boeing programs.” 


3. A portion of their presentation was about the NCOIC. From that web site – “The Network Centric Operations Industry Consortium (NCOIC) is a not-for-profit international corporation committed to integrating existing and emerging open standards into a common evolving global framework, employing a common set of principles and processes, to assist with the rapid global deployment of network-centric applications.
