CBM+ IPT Action Group
15 March 2006
1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon Room 5A712A by Mr. Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included Mr James Stamper, Lt Col Steve Morani, Maj Shannon Mikus, Ms Vanessa Kennedy, Mr Dick Thompson and Mr Dave Cutter.
2. The following items were discussed:

a. The member inputs for CBM+ 101 and 102 briefs were converted into 2 separate briefs and distributed. Now the slides need to be edited, similar slides need to be merged, and (probably) slides need to be added and removed to make the briefs “flow” well.  Member homework is to review and submit recommendations.  The briefs were too large (>10 MB) to pass as email attachments, so a FTP site will be developed and information passed to members for electronic access.
b. Minutes from the TDSMWG IETM Working Group (chaired by LPP) were passed by Greg earlier this week. They are working on developing a set of standard business rules for data exchange sets (DEX3) that may lead to a DoD policy instruction. This WG will act as the IETM WIPT we recommended to the CBM+ IPT and MRSSG. The CBM+ representative is TBD.
c. The JOAP WIPT will brief on 05 April. They have received $225K each for 2 software development projects – a handheld analyzer and a tabletop-sized analyzer.  JOAP received resources for project management and travel. The goal is to be ready for field tests by end of 2006.

d. There will be a planning session with Ms Yvonne Romero for the RCM WIPT on 16 March at 1000 in 5A712A.  Members are invited to participate with Greg.

e. The Policy WIPT off-site is on track for Tuesday 21 March at LMI starting at 0800.

f. The JOLATS WIPT is awaiting information from their lead.

g. The 2006 DoD Symposium has a CBM+ session on Monday for 90-minutes. A number of options were mentioned for consideration:

i. Exhibitor presentations as done in the past.

ii. CBM+ 101 brief plus short exhibitor briefs.

iii. A CBM+ panel populated with CBM+ AG members.

iv. A CBM+ panel with fleet success stories.
