CBM+ IPT Action Group
18 October 2006
1. The meeting was called to order at 1030 in Pentagon Room 5A712A by Mr Greg Kilchenstein. Members present included Mr Jan Jedrych, Maj Shannon Mikus, Maj Dave Clark, Mr Dick Thompson, and Mr Dave Cutter. 


2. The JOAP WIPT from the last AG session was reviewed. The CTMA project is supported and concerns that the proper test environment be identified was discussed.


3. Then, a discussion on the Guidebook was conducted. In general, no major concerns were raised, however, the “brick wall” graphic that shows a number of example CBM+ capabilities (bricks) on top of a broad CBM base was cited as a possible point of contention. Although the words in the paragraph state that the wall represents the original CBM+ effort at OSD which was intended to build on the foundation of CBM with other maintenance technologies and processes, there was a concern that the graphic would be mis-interpreted as requiring CBM to accomplish RCM or other features. A new graphic will be developed for consideration.  

4. This meeting was adjourned at 1200. The next AG session is on 01 November at 1030 in 5A712A. The JOLATS WIPT will provide a status report. A read-ahead will be provided. On 08 November, the CBM+ Enabled JTF Sustainment Maintenance System (Boeing JCTD) is scheduled for discussion – a read ahead has been provided.
