3. A brief was presented on the Inspection and Repair Preparation Cell (IRPC) that is under development by GFM, a machine tool manufacturer, and DPI, a digital shape scanning system firm. It provides the ability to look at large items and create a model in reasonable time to generate specifications for the maintenance process. The technology was initially developed at the National Foundry in Philadelphia for use with submarine propellers and at Warner Robins for radome repair on C-130’s and F-15’s. The process creates a 3-D image, conducts nondestructive testing, automates machining to remove damage, and prepares replacement core plugs and skin piles. CTMA and NMCS are involved in the project for FY07 and their next efforts will be at Warner Robins.
