2. The following items were discussed:

a. Dr. Link Jaw, President of Scientific Monitoring Inc (SMI), presented a briefing on CBM in Engine Health Management Plus (EHM+).  This program started in 1997 as a SBIR I, transitioned to SBIR II in 98, a full Field Demo in 02 and is now under contract to the Air Force for Engine (F110) Condition Monitoring using Hybrid Health Management Technology.  SMI uses a system called Diagnostic Analysis Trending Tools (DATT) which connects data to users using a common operating tool and provides analysis and reporting software for health management.  DATT provides decision makers a diagnostic look at all three levels of maintenance (O, I, D) using open system, plug and play architecture and engine monitoring algorithms.

b. The Policy WIPT off-site draft DoDI was reviewed with no major changes.  AG members indicated that they will start the informal coordination within their Service.
